GRADE II LISTED MID-TERRACE TOWN HOUSE 
 
Believed to date from 1830, this charming Georgian Grade II Listed mid-terrace town house 
has recently undergone extensive renovation and remodelling to provide an immaculately 
presented, high specification home spanning three floors.   
 
The accommodation, which retains many period features including sash windows and 
fireplaces, consists of a kitchen/breakfast room, dining room and cloakroom on the lower 
ground floor.  On the ground floor there is a sitting room with open fireplace, and a 
bedroom/study.  There are two further double bedrooms, both with exposed fireplaces, on the 
first floor and a family bathroom. 
 
A wrought iron gate opens onto steps up to the front door.  The enclosed garden to the rear is 
partially walled and laid to lawn with a paved terrace.  
 
Parking is available on Northgrove Road.  Parking in the Northgrove Road car park is free 
from 4pm-10am Mon-Fri and all-day Saturday and Sunday. Permits are available for the car 
park at Northgrove Road and the car park over the road at the British Legion. 
 
The property is conveniently located within the village of Hawkhurst and benefits from being 
within the much sought after Cranbrook School Catchment Area.   



 

  

 
 
HAWKHURST 
 
Hawkhurst offers a selection of shops including a Chemist, Butcher/Provision Store, Florist, 
Bakers, Hairdressers, Petrol Station, two Supermarkets, a Tesco and a Waitrose, a number of 
Restaurants and an "Art" Cinema to name but a few.  Other local facilities include two doctors’ 
practices, a vets, opticians and dentist.  Sports clubs are available in the form of Squash, 
Tennis, Badminton and Golf. 
 
More extensive facilities are available in Cranbrook, Tenterden and Tunbridge Wells. 
 
SCHOOLS AND CONNECTIONS 
 
In addition to Cranbrook School, there are other excellent public and state schools for children 
of all ages, namely Bethany, Benenden School, Marlborough House, St Ronans and Dulwich 
Prep School in the area. 
 
Situated within easy driving distance to the A21 which provides access to the M25 motorway 
both North and South bound.  Mainline Stations are available at both Etchingham, 
approximately 8 minutes’ drive, with services through Tunbridge Wells to London and 
Staplehurst with services to London Bridge, Charing Cross and Cannon Street.
