Striking Grade 1l Listed village house in stunning gardens. Believed to date from the 15th
century with later additions, the house is full of period character and occupies a prominent
position within the village.

The flexible accommodation consists of an entrance hall leading to a sitting room with
inglenook fireplace, a dining room, kitchen opening into a double aspect breakfast room,
additional reception room, utility room/kitchen and a cloakroom on the ground floor. On the
first floor there is a principal bedroom with Jack ‘n” Jill bath/shower room which in turn opens
into an interconnecting bedroom, a double bedroom with an ensuite bathroom, two further
double bedrooms and a family bathroom.

The reception room, utility room/kitchen, double bedroom and bathroom can be configured
to provide a self-contained attached annexe.

The stunning garden is laid to lawn with areas of terracing, brick paths, mature, well-stocked
flower beds and a summerhouse. The detached double garage and two garden stores sit
within the garden behind a five bar gate.

Marden provides local stores for all the day to day necessities including hairdressers, post
office, pharmacy and bank. There is also a Medical Centre, Dentist and Vet. There are a
variety of places to eat including two public houses. The village also boasts a library and
sporting facilities.
