STRIKING DETACHED FAMILY HOME 
 
Built in the 1930s, this striking detached family home sits along a sweeping drive in delightful 
gardens of approximately 2 acres, on the outskirts of the village of Hawkhurst.   
 
With high ceilings commensurate with a property of this period, the well-proportioned 
accommodation consists of an elegant entrance hall, a kitchen/dining room with bay window 
and views over the garden, a living room with fireplace and bay window, a family room, 
conservatory, utility room with pantry, boot room with door to outside and a cloakroom on 
the ground floor. 
 
On the first floor there is a principal bedroom with bay window and ensuite bathroom with 
roll-top bath, four further double bedrooms, three with bay windows and two with ensuite 
shower rooms, there is also a family shower room. 
 
Outside a sweeping drive leads to double gates which open onto ample off road parking and 
the detached double garage.  Sitting in delightful park-like garden and grounds of 
approximately 2 acres of lawn, well-stocked flower and shrub beds and mature trees together 
with a hardcourt tennis court.  



 

  

 
 
HAWKHURST 
 
Hawkhurst offers a selection of shops including a Chemist, Butcher/Provision Store, Florist, 
Bakers, Hairdressers, Petrol Station, two Supermarkets, a Tesco and a Waitrose, a number of 
Restaurants and an "Art" Cinema to name but a few.  Other local facilities include two doctors’ 
practices, a vets, opticians and dentist.  Sports clubs are available in the form of Squash, 
Tennis, Badminton and Golf. 
 
More extensive facilities are available in Cranbrook, Tenterden and Tunbridge Wells. 
 
SCHOOLS AND CONNECTIONS 
 
In addition to Cranbrook School, there are other excellent public and state schools for children 
of all ages, namely Bethany, Benenden School, Marlborough House, St Ronans and Dulwich 
Prep School in the area. 
 
Situated within easy driving distance to the A21 which provides access to the M25 motorway 
both North and South bound.  Mainline Stations are available at both Etchingham, 
approximately 8 minutes’ drive, with services through Tunbridge Wells to London and 
Staplehurst with services to London Bridge, Charing Cross and Cannon Street.
